Pillars of Peace - Slovakia

The stone representing Slovakia in Mesen originates in the High Tatras. The exact location is under the Krivan Mountain, which
is the national symbol of Slovakia.

It was transported to Belgium from the banks of the Bela River, one of the most picturesque Slovak streams. Its vigorous flow is a
symbol of purity, strength, renewal, and hope.

During the First World War, the eastern front passed through the area of Eastern Slovakia, into which the High Tatras range
extends.

The world knows well the war cemeteries in Belgium. Similar memorial places in Slovakia are less well known. However, this does
not mean that the Eastern Front of the First World War was less bloody. Here, too, thousands of soldiers lost their lives.

The sad legacy of frontline cemeteries connects Slovakia and Belgium. Two small European countries that found themselves on
two fronts of the Great War. Countries whose peoples were, like many others, thrown into the madness of the global conflict.

Kamen, ktory v Mesen reprezentuje Slovensko, je z pohoria Vysoké Tatry. Pochadza z lokality pod Stitom Krivan, ktory je
narodnym symbolom Slovenska.

m rydzosti, povodnosti, sily.

m Cistoty, obnovy, nadeje (v nieCo nové, pozitivne).

Oblastou Vychodného Slovenska, do ktorej pohorie vysokych Tatier zasahuje, prechadzal polas 1. svetovej vojny vychodny
front.

Cely svet poznd vojnové cintoriny v Belgicku. Menej zndme sti obdobné pamatné miesta na Slovensku. Neznamena to vsak, ze
vychodny front prvej svetovej vojny bol menej krvavy. Aj tu prisli o Zivoty tisicky vojakov.

Smutné dedic¢stvo frontovych cintorinov spaja Slovensko a Belgicko, dve malé eurdpske krajiny, ktoré sa ocitli na dvoch frontoch
Vel'kej vojny, a ktorych narody boli, ako mnohé iné, uvrhnuté do Sialenstva tohto globalneho konfliktu.
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
